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This year's annual bibliography is offered primarily as  a record of the creative output 
in the field of Canadian children's literature during 1981. Canada does not produce many 
children's boolts, a t  least in comparison with Britain, France, and the U.S.A., and it would 
seem an easy task to list all the fictional or factual boolts produced during one year. The 
bibliographer's task is not as  simple as it might appear, Ilowever, because of the difficul- 
ty  of deciding two things: what constitutes a Ca,na.di,an, booli and what defines a child's 
or a young adult's booli. 

This year we have attempted to exclude children's boolts which are co-produced, without 
adaptation, by Canadian publishers. As more and more Canadian children's book 
publishers sell rights abroad, and as  foreign publishers arrange simultaneous publica- 
tions in Canada, it becomes increasingly difficult to separate co-produced boolts of foreign 
origin from those which originate inside Canada. Co-productions may be printed in Canada, 
bear the imprint of a Canadian publisher, and be released for publisher distribution in 
Canada and yet be totally non-Canadian in origin, content, authorship and setting. As 
a general rule of thumb, we include co-productions if the author is a Canadian or has 
lived in Canada for some time, if the  setting is a t  least partially in Canada, if the subject 
is Canadian, if a Canadian illustrator illustrated the book, or if a Canadian writer has 
retold a story or legend that  originated elsewhere. 

I t  is important to note that the National Children's Library does include foreign 
children's boolts which are co-produced by Canadian publishers. Co-productions, like im- 
ports, are also of course widely purchased by Canadian libraries, and they should be. 
They enter the cultural mainstream and bring children into a wider global community. 
This is a useful and valuable function. We exclude them here only because CCL'S 
bibliography is primarily designed to record Canada's own creative output. 

We believe, of course, that it is important for Canadian children's boolts to be set in 
the context of the world of children's literature. CCL takes news from the Canadian 
publishing scene to libraries around the world; an increasing number of reference books 
011 children's literature are appearing on the international scene, and Canadian works 
are  now being discussed in these. We t ry  to list such books. I t  is always pleasing to see 
Canadian b001is reaching an international audience; many contemporary Canadian 
children's books are currently coming out in foreign translations. We do not list these. 

However, we do record boolts which have been translated into English from French, 
or vice versa. A booli written by an anglophone does, by virtue of translation, represent 
a new creative effort and it reaches a different Canadian audience - Francophone children 
in Quebec. The same accession occurs when a Qukbkcois work appears in English. 

Until this year we have included reprints of older Canadian boolts if their original date 
of issue was more than 50 years ago; we reasoned that  these books, by virtue of being 
reprinted, were entering the cultural mainstream anew. We are  no longer including these 
books unless they are significantly adapted because so many books (e.g., L.M. Mon- 
tgomery's) whose original date of issue was over 50 years ago have been reprinted con- 



stantly. To record new editions of these seems pointless, and it misleads anyone who 
loolcs at the total number of boolcs and considers them to represent a year's creative 
outout. 

Deciding on the parameters of this bibliography is even more problematical when it 
comes to defining "children's literature." Certain boolcs are clearly exclusively for children: 
alphabet boolcs, picture boolcs, nursery rhymes and so on. And much fiction for young 
readers is clearly for children by virtue of its format, if not because of its level of complexi- 
ty. Yet, there are picture boolcs like William Kurelek's A prairie boy's win ter  which are 
not expressly for children, although they deal with a child's life. In the same way, much 
fiction with young teen protagonists is difficult to categorize. A Jean Little or Paule 
Daveluy boolc presented totally from a thirteen-year-old's point of view is clearly designed 
for a young audience; but another boolc whose protagonist is thirteen, but whose nar- 
rative perspective is that of a forty-year-old author reflecting on early adolescence, may 
not attract a thirteen-year-old reader. Yet, the same thirteen-year-old, still a "child" 
by all definitions, may eagerly devour boolcs which are designed for an adult general 
readership. And then there are boolcs like Anne  of Green Gables, whose protagonist (who 
is thirteen during at  least part of the book) finds readers in all age groups in many dif- 
ferent countries. Where, then, does one draw the circle when circumscribing what a child's 
boolc is? There are no easy answers and we prefer to err on the side of generosity. 

For instance, we have tried to lceep in mind that many of our subscribers are librarians 
in schools and public libraries. As a result, we include some boolcs which are not specifically 
designed for children but which will certainly interest teenagers in junior high and in 
secondary schools. Particularly apt to fall into this category are worlts of non-fiction: 
boolcs on sports, natural phenomena, technology, people, computers, and so forth. 

Our bibliography intends to include all of the children's boolcs received for deposit in 
the Children's Division of the National Library of Canada (excluding co-productions, 
foreign editions, and most texts). However, we also include some boolcs designed for 
a general readership because they deserve consideration for inclusion in an upper elemen- 
tary or secondary school library. For reasons of space, however, we now exclude texts 
which we deem suitable only for the classroom. 

CCL's bibliography for 1981 reveals a wide range of boolcs, formats, and subjects. I t  
is particularly interesting to note that the 454 boolcs included on it were produced by 
over 160 different publishers. On the positive side, this indicates that Canadians all across 
the country want to create books for our children; but a closer analysis of these statistics 
suggests that publishing children's books is only a marginally successful financial ven- 
ture for most publishers. If one were to look at a comparable bibliography made 20 years 
ago, today's list would undoubtedly look vigorous by comparison. 

I t  is also interesting to note that approximately half of one year's Canadian output 
in the field of children's literature has been produced in one province - Quebec. The 
other half has been produced in the rest of the ten provinces. In Quebec, children's writers 
and illustrators work in a culturally tight environment, in which an intense exchange 
of ideas occurs. There is no doubt that the sense of community which has been develop- 
ing among Canadian writers for children over the last decade bodes well for the future. 
Groups such as the Writers' Union, L'Union des 6crivains Qu6b6cois, and Canscaip (Cana- 
dian Society of Children's Authors, Illustrators and Performers) bring writers together; 
print media and the CBC give increasing exposure to children's writers because so many 
are not only very articulate, but also are superb performers; the Children's Book Cen- 
tre, the salons du livre, and the Writers' Union promote speaking tours that bring writers 
in contact with children across Canada.

Cette annee, nous vous offrons une bibliographie annuelle qui rend bien compte de la 
cr6ativit6 dans la littkrature canadienne pour la jeunesse en 1981. En  comparaison avec 
la Grande-Bretagne, les Etats-Unis ou la France, le Canada ne produit pas beaucoup 
de livres pour les enfants, de sorte qu'une bibliographie des livres de fiction e t  des 
documentaires pourrait sembler facile. Mais ce n'est pas aussi simple qu'on le croit & 
cause de problitmes de definitions: quels sont les livres qu'on pourra designer comme 
canadiens et quels sont ceux destines & la jeunesse? 

Nous avons particuliitrement tent& cette annee, d'exclur-e les oeuvres creees hors du 
Canada, m6me celles qui sont co-produites par des editeurs d'ici. C'est une question 
6pineuse puisque de plus en plus d'editeurs canadiens co-produisent des oeuvres et de 
plus en plus de maisons Ctrangitres publient ici m6me au Canada. Ces ouvrages parais- 
sent totalement faits dans notre pays, mais rien de leur auteur, de leur contenu e t  de 
leurs references culturelles n'est canadien. Nous avons inclus de telles oeuvres si elles 
ont un auteur d'ici, si la reference est au moins partiellement canadienne, si le sujet est  
canadien, si un auteur canadien a reecrit m e  legende venue d'ailleurs. 

I1 est important de noter que la Bibliotbitque Nationale du Canada inclue taus les 
ouvrages co-produits. E t  pourtant, m6me avec les immenses ressources de cette bibliothit- 
que, il est, impossible de decider avec certitude. Tous ces livres font partie d'une ouver- 
ture de nos institutions au monde. Nos enfants les liront volontiers. Notre exclusion n'est 
que fonctionnelle. 

Nous incluons les ouvrages traduits de I'anglais au franqais ou vice versa. f1 nous ap- 
parait qu'une traduction constitue un nouvel effort createur e t  qu'elle permet aux en- 
fants de nos deux cultures de s'interpreter mutuellement. 

Jusqu'g recemment, nous avions ajoute & la bibliographie les reeditions de livres da- 
tant de 50 ans ou plus. Nous avons renonc6 5 cette idee, cette fois-ci. I1 y a simplement 
trop d'oeuvres anciennes constamment rCCditees, de sorte que notre bibliographie serait 
au total quelque peu trompeuse. Seules 1es r6Cditions vraiment modifiees apparaissent. 

Comment maintenant definir la litterature pour la jeunesse? Certains livres sont claire- 
ment destines 5 la jeunesse: abecedaires, albums illustr&s, comptines, etc. Le format e t  
la presentation constituent Cgalement une indication sdre. Mais certains textes 
autobiographiques, comme ceux de William Kurelek, racontent l'enfance, mais sont-ils 
h i t s  pour elk? Le m6me problitme se pose pour les oeuvres destinees aux jeunes 
adolescents et  adolescentes; ici, c'est l'intention de l'auteur qui s'impose, car il n'est guitre 
suffisant d'avoir un ou une protagoniste de treize ans pour faire un livre pour la jeunesse. 
I1 est donc extr6mement difficile de tracer une frontiitre. Nous avons prefer6 pecher 
par generasite. Ainsi, considerant notre public dans les biblioth6ques et les ecoles, nous 
avons ajoutk quelques livres pouvant intkresser les jeunes: les sports, la technologic, les 
ordinateurs. 



Notre bibliographie comprend tous les ouvrages recenses par la section Jeunesse de 
la Bibliotheque Nationale du Canada (a l'exception des co-productions, des livres etrangers 
e t  des manuels scolaires). 

La bibliographie de 1981 est interessante 2 plus d'un 6gard. Les 454 livres inclus ont 
paru dans au lnoins 160 maisons d'kdition diffkrentes. D'un cbte, on notera qu'il y a un 
interitt repandu k travers le pays pour la production d'oeuvres pour la jeunesse. Mais 
de I'autre, un si grand nombre d'gditeurs indique que cette production n'est qu' une en- 
treprise financiere marginale. Certains groupes comme la Canadian Writers' Union ou 
1'Union des Ecrivains Quebecois ont constitue des organismes de soutien importants. 
La liste de 1981 est un signe de vitalit6, si on la compare B celle d'il y a 20 ans.
