T11e Canadian Clddren's Illustrated Books 
Project web site is now accessible to the p ~ ~ b l i c  via the World Wide Web at http:// 
www.slais.~~bc.ca/salbnan/ccib/l~ome.l~tml. T11e site features an extensive list of 
multi-media resources, u1cludi11g ~ I I  annotated list of picturebool<s that won na- 
tional awards between 1970 and 2001 in Canada, Australia, Great Britain, a ~ ~ d  the 
United States. The web site is part of a tlwee-year project funded by the Social Sci- 
ences a ~ d  Humanities Research Co~u~ci l  of Canada a ~ d  spearl~eaded by Juditl~

cluval & hfonnation Studies. 

III addition to the web site, Saltman, wit11 co-author Gail Edwards, sessional 
lecturer ~ I I  the Fac~dty of Education, University of British Columnbia, is compiling 
the research into a bool< on Ca~adian cl~ildren's illustrated books, feahrimg inter- 
views with selected award-winning Canadian pictusebook authors and illustra- 
tors, as well as editors, book designers, booksellers, and academics. This project 
will provide a comprehensive examnination of the lustorical context a ~ d  c~urent 
state of Ca~adian children's illustrated books in English from an interdisciplinary 
perspective. Together, the site and the book explore the lustorical developmel~t of 
illustrated books for cluldren in Canada, and provide a critical ~utderstandu~g of 
Canadian identity as presented UI pictirebooks. The book has been accepted by 
University of Toronto Press.

Franqoise Lepage enseigne des cows de litterature pour la je~messe B l'Universit6 
dlOttawa et elle est l'auteure de deux ceuvres lnajeures : L'Hisfoire de In litte'rntz~re 
pols In je~~lzesse (Que'bec et frci~zcoplzo~zies dl1 Cnlzadn) et Dictiolz~znire des nutellrs et des 
i l l~~stlateurs,  ce dernier publi6 en 2000 aux Editions David. 

L'Union internationale pour les livres de je~u~esse (IBBY) croit que les livres 
pour la jeunesse peuvent servir de pont entre les cultures et peuvent 6galement 
faire la promotion de la paix.

IBBY-Canada, 
fond6 en 1980, est l'un des 65 cl~apitres B travers le monde. 

Franqoise Lepage wins Russell Award 

The Canadian National Section of the International Board 011 Books for YOLUI~ Peo- 
ple (IBBY-Canada) is pleased to amounce that Francoise Lepage, a leading special- 
ist in clddren's literature UI French Canada, is the recipient of the 2001 Frances E. 
R~~ssell Award for outstanding research for a publishable work on Canadian cld- 
dren's literature. Lepage plans a comprehensive book on Paule Daveluy, who has 
played a prominent role in francophone children's literature since 1958, first as an 
author, then as a member of the Board of Editions Jeunesse, and s~ibsequently a 
fo~u~der  of Communication-Jeunesse and the translator of the important collection 
Deux solitudes-Jeunesse, published by Editions Pierre Tisseyre. 

The Frances E. Russell Award supports research on Canadian children's litera- 
ture. The late Marjorie Russell established t l~e award in memory of her sister, Frances 
E. Russell, a longtime supporter of IBBY-Canada. The $1,000 grant is intended to 
support IBBY-Canada's mission to initiate and encourage research in yo~mg peo- 
ple's literature in all its forms and is given in support of research for a p~iblishable 
work (a book or a paper) on Canadian cluldren's literature. 

Franqoise Lepage teaches cluldren's literature at the University of Ottawa and 
is the author of two major studies, L'Histoire de In litte'rntzire pour In jezazesse (Q116bec 
etfinlzcopkolzies dl1 Cnlzndn) a ~ d  Dictiolzlznire des nlltelirs et des illz~strnteurs, the latter 
p~~blis l~ed UI 2000 by ~ditions David. 

The International Board of Books for Young People (IBBY) believes in the abil- 
ity of clddren's books to bridge cultures and, ultimately, to promote peace. Jella 
Lepman, founder of the International Youth Library, started IBBY in 1953 in post- 
war Germany Her goal was to promote international understanding through chil- 
dren's books. Formed in 1980, IBBY-Canada is one of 65 sections worldwide. 
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
