
Founded in 1975, CCL: Canadian Children's Literature I Litterature canadienne pour Ia 
jeunesse is a peer-reviewed interdisciplinary journal that welcomes submissions on 
children's and young adult literature, video, film, and drama, from all literary, edu­
cational, psychological, or sociological perspectives. Our primary mandate is to 
publish materials on Canadian subjects, but we also welcome submissions dealing 
with Canadian materials in an international context or with cross-cultural influ­
ences on and permeable boundaries of children's literature. We welcome submis­
sions in English and in French. 

All submissions must conform to the format established in The MLA Handbook 
(1999) and should be accompanied by a self-addressed stamped envelope. Since 
papers are vetted blind, the name and contact information of the author should be 
removed from the submission and appear separately. For full papers, send three 
double-spaced copies (with an abstract of less than 100 words) to the address be­
low; for reviews, bibliographies, profiles, and any other submission, please query 
via e-mail. Detailed guidelines for contributors can be found at our website. 

CCL is published quarterly as a public service by Canadian Children's Press in 
association with the Canadian Children's Literature Association and with the co­
operation of the School of Literatures and Performance Studies in English and the 
School of Languages and Literatures of the University of Guelph.
