Julie Johnston Wins the Vicky Metcalf Award for Children's Literature 

In a cereinony in Toronto on 6 Marc11 2003, acclaimed author Julie Jolu~ston was 
awarded the $15,000 Viclcy Metcalf Award for Cluldren's Literature. Established ill 
1963 to encourage avid support the writing of cliildreri's literature, the Viclcy Metcalf 
Award is given a i u ~ ~ ~ a l l y  to a writer of cluldren's literature for lus or her body of 
work. Julie Johnston is the 39th wiiu~er of the award, administered for the first time 
Gus year by the Writers' Trust of Canada. Past winners include Linda Granfield, 
Eeimis Lee, and the late ivioiuca Iiugl~es. 

Julie Johnston received idle Governor General's Award for her first two books, 
Adnil? nizd Eve nrtd Pirzch-Me and Helo of Lessel. Cnt~ses .  Her tlurd novel, Tlre Ortly 
O~l tcns t ,  a coining-of-age story set near Ottawa, Ontario, was shortlisted for the 
Governor General's Award, as was her most recent book, 111 Spite of Killer Bees. A 
versatile writer, Johnston's published worlcs include lustorical fiction, conteinpo- 
vary novels, and a collection of letters wluch are a testainent to I<atie Ouriou, a 
Calgary teen who died suddenly while living in Paris, which was publisl-red under 
the title Love Yn Like n Sister. All Jolu~ston's boolcs have won critical acclaim in both 
Canada and the United States, and her boolcs have been sold to p~~blishers around 
the world.
